WIMBLEDON TICKET BALLOT 2011
Conditions for entry

1. You must be a full Waverley member  -  this does not include Tennis Parent/Juniors paying the £45 subscription but does include all other junior members aged 9 and over at the date of the ballot, and
2. you must have paid your 2011/2012 Waverley subscription (due by 31st March), and
3. you must be a British Tennis member ( membership is free and it is easy to join – leaflets are available in the Club), and
4. you or your representative must attend the ballot on
SATURDAY 23 APRIL AT 2pm in the lounge
If yours is a Husband and Wife or a Family membership, each individual member may enter the ballot separately.
How the ballot works

The names of all the entrants attending the ballot (in person or by representation) are put into a ‘hat’.  If yours is the first name drawn you can choose any one pair of tickets.  If yours is the second name drawn you can choose one pair from the remaining tickets and so on.  Towards the end of the ballot a person may find that their name is drawn but that they cannot take any of the remaining pairs of tickets because the date or price doesn’t suit them.  They will be allowed a few minutes to see if any other ticket holders would be willing to swap, but failing that, the tickets must go back in the draw.  
It is not possible to take a pair of tickets that you can’t use yourself and to give it to someone else.  At the end of the ballot I have to advise the LTA in writing of the Waverley member who will be purchasing each pair of tickets.  That member must actually use the tickets and go to Wimbledon with a guest.  Tickets are not available other than in pairs.
If a junior under age 16 on the date of the ballot wins a pair of tickets, permission to take the tickets must be given by a parent or guardian and they must be accompanied at Wimbledon by an adult.

The winners of each pair of tickets will be required to sign forms agreeing to the Conditions of Use and to pay for the tickets by cheque payable to Waverley LTSSC by the time that the tickets are received (usually late May).

LTA Conditions
 



1. Any winner of a pair of tickets in a Club Ballot must be a current member at that club and signed up to British Tennis Membership (Adult or Junior) on the date that the Club Ballot takes place, at the time of purchase, and at the time of visiting the event. 

2. Any winner of a pair of tickets in a Club Ballot must use the tickets for themselves with a guest.  The guest does not have to be a British Tennis Member.

3. Any winner of a pair of tickets in the Club Ballot that is under the age of 16 on the date that the Club Ballot takes place must have permission from a parent/guardian in order to purchase the tickets and be accompanied by an adult when he/she attends The Championships.

4. A British Tennis Member may only win a maximum of one pair of tickets through the Club Ballot unless there is no other BTM in the Club wanting the tickets.
5. No tickets should be given away or used outside of the Club Ballot for example as a prize in any raffle, tombola, etc.

6. If the Club Ballot is held during a club event and a member is unable to attend the event but wishes to be included within the ballot, then their name must be included within the ballot and the member should nominate another member who is present to accept the Wimbledon tickets on his or her behalf.

7. All British Tennis Members that are successful in the Club Ballot must sign and return a copy of the club member ticket form to confirm that they will abide by the conditions of sale and distribution of tickets.
